Make a previous content tree and
design a Prezi presentation based on it.

Do not use Prezi as a content manager,
it means do not fill the slices with
words. You should use key sentences
and give general outlines. We are still
talking about presentations, no matter
that we use a lot of ideas to make them.

It is quite useful to provide students
with a diagram of everything seen after
the presentation about the issues that
have been studied (a synoptic chart,
mind-map, etc.). This will help students
to settle the framework of contents
and, furthermore, to consolidate the
subjects in question.
